	ANNUAL HOMEOWNER’S MEETING

Sunday, October 2, 2005
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DON’T FORGET TO VOTE!

Please plan to attend this important meeting at the clubhouse.  We will be voting on the 2005-2006 annual budget which will soon be distributed to all homeowners, along with a proxy for your use if you are unable to attend the meeting.  
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In1999, the Bailiwyck community voted to restrict the number of Waste Service providers in the community in an attempt to minimize wear and tear on the then community-owned roads. At the time we researched the available providers in the area and selected a local vendor who offered us the quality service we expected at a reasonable price. These decisions were documented in a covenant change voted on and approved by a majority of the homeowners, which can be viewed on the www.Bailiwyck.com web site.
In recent months, the Board has received numerous complaints regarding the quality of the service provided by Allied Waste, who took over our previous local provider; and, concerns regarding the rapidly increasing prices and add on charges.  Accordingly, we have again researched providers in this area and decided to appoint Signature Waste as the “approved” Bailiwyck trash provider effective October 1, 2005.

Residents are not required to pay for trash service, the alternative is to take your trash and/or recyclables to the County Convenience Center (the closest one is located on Hwy 160, west of Pleasant Road). 

Anyone wishing to use a trash service, however, must contract with Signature Waste. The fee will be $60 per quarter with no set up fees, no Administrative fee, and no fuel recovery fees. 

The following change must be made by all residents who currently have trash pick up service before October 1, 2005:

1. To cancel service with Allied Waste call (704) 393-6900. 

· Since all agreements are between the homeowner and Allied Waste Management, all questions regarding service, fees, or refunds will be directed to Allied Waste Management. 

2. For new service, contact Signature Waste at (704) 714-9400. 

· Tuesday will be pickup day. New 96 gallon roll out containers for household waste and new Recycling containers will be provided to each resident contracting for service. Yard waste up to 10 bags max. 25lbs per bag will be picked up each week. Branches will be picked up if cut into 4 ft. lengths and bundled. 
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If you enjoy catching up with neighbors or would like to meet new friends, the book club is a great way to do it.  We also manage to read and discuss great books!  Our next meeting will be on September 15 at 7 pm at the clubhouse.  We will discuss our meeting schedule and book list for the year.
